“Hip and odd” production comes to San Francisco

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Starting this November, Lila Theatre will be producing Abbreviated Enlightenment, which first debuted as /ochen chotto schpiel/: “very little play” in Dallas in 2004. The production is an entire alphabet of reality-based short-works containing music, art, storytelling, and improvisation in one fast-paced audience-driven show. 
Abbreviated Enlightenment attempts to create smarter sound bytes for a short-attention-span society by delivering challenging and interactive performance art in 2-3 minute sketches. A rapid fire of enlightenment, in abbreviated form. Each sketch corresponds to letters in an international alphabet. An English Alphabet program one week will have 26 sketches; a Russian program the next will have 33. 

Lila Theatre, in collaboration with Abbreviated Enlightenment LLC, will be casting a local group of performance artists for this original sketch production. Lila provides the directorial and production talents of co-artistic directors Jill Mueller and Christopher Eickmann. Jill has directed Lila Theatre’s long-form improvisation since 2003, trained with Upright Citizens Brigade (NYC) and various Chicago greats, and holds advanced degrees in theatre and drama therapy. Christopher is a director/composer with an MFA from the Tisch School of the Arts, NYU, studying under acclaimed producer Margo Lyon.
Abbreviated Enlightenment was created by Leslie Fletcher (Chicago entrepreneur) in 2004. The show ran in the big-D from July 2004-May 2005 in various venues. In Dallas, Lawson Taitte reported that “connoisseurs of the hip and the odd” will find Abbreviated Enlightenment’s “tiny bits of humor, music, improv, and poetry” to be “very funny indeed – all written by the performers, based on their own real-life experiences.” (DMN, Jul 20, 2004).

Subject matter ranges from hysterical confessionals to political commentary in this all ages show. The producers provide one caveat, “there is some mature content and language, but it is always tempered by intellect.”
